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Logging In 
1. Open up Internet Explorer (IE-7) and paste the following address into the address bar- 

http://www.educationalinitiatives.com/tgs/tgteacher_login.php 

Press ‘enter’.  

2. The ASSET TG login page appears. You need to enter your username and password to login to the 

system. On successfully logging in, you will see a page like this. 

 

 It is recommended that you use the IE 7.0 browser. Please contact your school system 

administrator for help if you are facing problems with this. 

 If you haven’t got your username and password for ASSET TG, please contact your Principal/ 

ASSET Coordinator, who should have received an email and a hard copy letter with the necessary 

details. ASSET coordinators, if you have not received these details, please send an email to 

ts@ei-india.com. If you don’t receive a response within 1 working day, please contact your local 

EI representative. 

 Please note that login IDs are provided for a class-subject combination. (One login ID for 30 

students in a class, so that each section teacher has a separate login ID)

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You can also choose the option ‘ALL’ under a question type to see all the questions related to that sub-

topic, irrespective of the question type. 

  

Entering the Test Details 
1. Click on ‘Make a paper’ 

2. The following box appears 

 

3. Based on the permissions applicable for the login ID, the Class and Subject are automatically set to 

default values. Enter the other details like school name, time allotted to the test, the name of the 

test, total marks and test date. Click on the ‘submit’ button. 

4. If you have already been working on a paper in TG, and want to continue working on that paper, 

click on the ‘Show My Papers’ link. 

Adding ASSET TG Questions to the Paper 
5. You will now have to select the topic, subtopic and question-type in which you want questions. 

Enter these and click on the ‘get questions’ button. 
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You can continue to add, delete, replace, reorder questions, change marks  in the paper, later 

also. 

6. The system will now retrieve the questions under the selected subtopic and display these as shown. 

  

7. Select the questions you would like to use in the paper by ticking the check-box next to each 

question. Once you have done this- click on the Ψ!ŘŘ ǘƻ tŀǇŜǊΩ button at the bottom of the page. 

You can also change the number of marks allotted to the question on the right hand side, if you 

wish. 

As you select questions by clicking on ‘add to paper’, these questions will display below as shown. 
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You can continue to add questions to a paper, pause this work at any point of time, come back later to 

the partially completed paper. The questions you have added prior to that are automatically saved 

and will show up later. So you don’t need to worry about ‘losing questions’ you have added. You can 

access papers you have been working on by clicking on the ‘Show My papers’ link on the ASSET TG 

Home Page. 

 

8. Continue this process of selecting different topics, sub-topics and question-types and adding 

questions, till you have the sufficient number of questions in the paper. The table on the top right 

shows the summary of the question types, the number of questions and the total marks already 

selected. 

 

Adding Your Own Questions to the Paper 
9. You can also add your own questions to the paper, by first, adding questions to the ASSET TG 

database, and then by adding it like any other question to the paper you are working on. 

Adding your qu estion to the ASSET TG Database 

10. Follow the procedure outlined below- 

a. Go to the ASSET Home Page by clicking on the ‘Home’ icon 

b. Click on the ‘Add Questions’ button on this page. 

c. You will be asked tick a checkbox, by doing which, you will allow EI to use this question 

(after modification if necessary), for any purpose, including in ASSET  TG, for other schools 

to see and use. 

d. Enter your question and details of the question like question type, marks etc. and click on 

the ‘Add Question’ button. 

e. If you wish to add more questions, repeat the procedure again 
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Adding your question in the Database to the paper you are working on  

11. Just follow the same procedure as for adding the other ASSET TG questions. 

Ordering the Paper 
12. Once you have the sufficient number of questions, click on the ‘Order’ button at the bottom of the 

screen. The system will now display the complete paper, and allow you to change the order of 

questions, the marks allotted to each question, or to delete or replace a question. 

a. Changing the order of questions- You can change the order of complete sections of the 

question paper, or just the order of questions within a section. 

i. Do this by entering the number in the box to the left of the section. For example if 

you want ‘Fill in the blanks’ to be 1st and ‘True/ False’ to be 2nd, you will need to 

enter 1 against ‘Fill in the blanks’ and 2 against ‘True/ False’ 

ii. Similarly enter 1,2,3 etc. against each question depending on the order in which you 

want the questions 

b. Marks allotment can be edited simply by entering the marks you wish to allot. 

c. Deletion and replacement- 

i. Just click on delete to delete a question 

ii. Clicking on replace, will show you any other questions available in the same class-

topic-subtopic, which you can select. 
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13. After making all the necessary changes, click on the ‘save changes’ button to view the questions and 

the layout of the final paper. 

 

Finalizing and printing the Paper 
14. After you have checked everything and are sure that all the questions, instructions etc. are correct, 

click on the ‘Finalize’ button.  

15. The complete paper as it will appear in printed form will now display on the screen. If this looks fine, 

click the ‘print’ button. You can also get the ‘answer key’ and print out the answer key.  Do note 

that the answer key is available only for T/F, MCQ and some selected questions.

 You can also change the instruction for each section (questions of one type are grouped 

together) by just typing these in. For example, for section 3, you might type in ‘The following 

questions have 4 choices- only one of them is correct. Select the correct answer by writing 

the question number and A, B, C, or D in your answer sheet’. 

 If you replace questions, you will have to click on the ‘order/ finalize’ button again to view 

the entire paper again. 

 

You can take 2 approaches in printing the paper- 

 Print directly from ASSET TG screen after reviewing how the printed output will look on the 

screen. 

 If you would like to make formatting changes to the paper, you can copy and paste the paper 

into Microsoft Word, and make changes. Do note however, that this can sometimes lead to 

problems where special characters (especially maths symbols), which appear properly in 

ASSET TG, may not appear properly in Microsoft Word.
